[f we attempt to say one of these five
qalqalah letters with a sukoon, we would
find that the articulation point closes
completely. This is due to imprisonment
of the sound behind the articulation
point.

Co, We can't hear any sound coming out.
However, when these same five letters
have vowels, we do not find any

difficulty in pronouncing them.

Due to the difficulty in pronouncing
these five letters when (saakinah), We
should do the (Qlqalah to make it easier
to be pronounced and clearier to be
heard.

We are not talking about the physical
weight of the paper or ink. We are talking
about the linguistic weight of certain
words and letters. In the Arabic language,
some |letters are "heavy" while others are
"light" This is an important part of the
tajweed. The word tajweed literally means
"to make well” or “to improve." and this
lesson will help you to improve your Arabic

pronunciation. (&

There are certain rules that govern how
heavy and light letters should be
pronounced.

For example, a heavy letter should be given

more emphasis than a light letter.
